WHERE IS COZACK ROAD? 

 An undated county highway funding authorization assumed to be from the 1930s listed 
several Town of Kirkland roads scheduled for resurfacing. Among them were White Street, Res-
ervoir Road, Sawyer Road, Austin Road, and Bogusville Hill Road.

CRANE DAIRY 

 

 Remember when milk was delivered to your door early in the morn-
ing? Some homes had metal, insulated milk boxes on the porch while others 
had milk doors cut into the clapboards  to a small milk box inside the fram-
ing of the house.  

  

 Here in Clinton Crane Dairy operated out of  a farm and plant on Grif-
fin Road just beyond the  Hamilton College golf course.  

  

 Our member Bill Huther has a 
beautifully restored Divco with the 
Crane Dairy name painted in orange on 
the white body.

ARTHUR EASINGWOOD AND FAMILY 

 

 Pictured at right is the Bill Eas-
ingwood Orchestra, which played 
around here in the 1930s. Bill’s father 
was Arthur Easingwood, who de-
signed the fire house on North Park 
Row and Lumbard Memorial Town 
Hall, both in the 1920s.   

 Arthur Easingwood also built 
20 Chestnut Street and 68 College 
Street.  Easingwood took part in much 
Clinton history between 1880 and 
1930. 

 Born in Sutton-On-Hull, York-
shire, England in 1859 the young man 
was educated in the church day school 
and served as a choir boy. He developed a liking for drafting and architectural design and also ac-
quired a taste for literature, especially the love of Shakespeare.  

 In Clinton his carpenter skills brought him much work and praise, and he  was employed at 
Hamilton College in the construction of Root Hall of Science. He also worked on the state capitol in 
Albany in the late 1880’s. 

 Active in Clinton social affairs Easingwood, after becoming a citizen,  was an active Republi-
can, belonged to St. James Church, the Clinton Fire Department, and the Masons and Eastern Stars. 

 He died in January 1930 and is buried in Sunset Hill Cemetery. Clintonians pass by his lega-
cies each day as they drive through the village. His grandson Richard Easingwood belongs to the 
Society and lives in Fayetteville, NC. We thank him for the orchestra picture. 

 

JOHN BURDICK RECEIVES AWARD 

 

 Former CHS President John Burdick received the 
Society’s “Award of Merit” at the June 6th banquet. He 
served as president between 1974 and 1976 and was  a 
director again recently.  

 Now he does research to answer inquiries on gene-
alogy and other topics and usually staffs the Wednesday 
open hours. He is the retired former owner of D.H. Bur-
dick & Sons, monuments, at 56 Utica Street, which his 
grandfather started in the 1920s behind 11 Kellogg Street.
